Many raise their hands to signal
their healing. Some of the
healed people come to the
stage to testify to their healings
afterward. They report that they
have been freed from various
and sometimes long-term dis-
eases. Again and again the
Evangelist asks: Who healed
you? The healed answer "Jesus"
or "God". The crowd shouts in
unison: "Hallelujah! Hallelujah!"
There is great joy!

On Sunday, the last day of the
crusade, it occasionally pours in
torrents — unusual for this time
of year. There are difficulties
with the sound system. Never-
theless, visitors come and wait
on the muddy ground to hear
the Gospel. After all, Evangelist
Schott preaches a short mes-
sage in the rain. The rain can-
not stop the move of God - the
Lord saves and heals! Finally,
Daniel asks the local pastors on
stage and some of them pray
for revival in Gununo.

During the four days of the
open-air event, the majority of
visitors receive forgiveness of
sins. These include people who
choose to live with Jesus for the
first time. More than 300 people
are healed. Gununo is forever
changed!

Especially noteworthy are the events that took
place in October in the heart of Stockholm. The or-
ganizers advertised in the city's subways on a large
scale. There were enormous challenges in the
run-up, but in the end, the power of the Gospel pre-
vailed. Evangelist Schott preaches clear and direct
messages, and the visitors react surprisingly open to
the altar calls. There are conversions and healings.
Tears are shed on stage during the subsequent testi-
mony time — a miracle in itself, considering the very
reserved mentality of the Swedish people.
